As practitioners, our professors bring a wealth of knowledge to the classroom — including
their field experience, research methods, and best practices. Our faculty is actively engaged
in applied research and community engagement projects, seeking solutions for the
problems faced by communities in the U.S. and beyond. Our x ‘

professors’ concentrations and recent research include:

The
paper, which examined the connections among multi-
generational oppression, alcoholism, and addiction,
forms the basis of his current work developing a
curriculum for multiple DWI offenders mandated to
treatment at a facility in Westchester County.
